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You can set up COS Funding Opportunities searches and then send them to others in an email or use them to create a link on a webpage.  This enables others to quickly and easily run searches that you created for them with just a click of a link.

To share searches with individuals:
1. Run your Funding Opportunities searches
2. At the top of the search results page, click Save Search
3. You will see a pop-up window where you will name the search; click Save and it will be saved to your COS Workbench
4. On your Workbench, in the Your Saved Searches section, find the search you want to share, and click the Share link
5. You will then enter the names and email addresses of the colleagues you wish to send it to
6. They will receive a URL that is unique for the search you defined. Each time they click on that URL, they will run your saved search and get current results
7. They can then save the search to their own Workbenches, or continue to use your link; if they continue to use your link, any changes you make to your original search will be reflected when they run that search 
To create an embedded funding link:

1. Define and save a search to your Workbench.

2. Click on Share and send this search to yourself

3. You will receive an email with a URL for the search

4. You can post this URL on a website, link it in a document, or embed it in HTML code to create a link on your website
Notes:
1) Your colleagues must be COS users to view shared searches
2) If you delete a shared search, the shared link will no longer work
